PASCAL HULIN - Director “ Tap Reloaded”

Pascal Hulin started his career in Paris as a trumpeter and 
played in big bands with musicians of the Glenn Miller and 
Duke Ellington orchestras. Having had an extensive training 
in performing arts at the same time, he finally became a tap 
dancer. 

Pascal has appeared in most European jazz clubs, at the 
famous Paris Olympia, and in many TV-programs. After 17 
years in Paris, he went to Berlin, where he created his first 
tap company, then moved to Vienna where he has directed 
and choreographed several tap shows.

For instance, Pascal has performed at the Cat Club, La Cave 
on First and Tramps in New York with Jimmy Slyde And 
The Original Hoofers, and tap legend Ernest Brownie 
(Chicago).

Pascal Hulin teaches master classes and workshops 
worldwide including the St. Louis Tap Festival, Twin Cities 
Tap Festival (USA) and festivals in other major US cities.
He was the founder and artistic director of the Vienna 
International Tap Dance Festival.

He had the great pleasure of being invited to over 30 
countries including the United States, choreographing more 
than 100 routines for all levels.



DOREL & COSTEL SURBECK

The brothers Dorel & Costel Surbeck are twelve time tap 
dance world champions and in Switzerland as well.  

They have performed on many famous international stages 
such as the “ Off -Broadway's Variety Arts Theatre” , NYC, 
the Theaterhaus Stuttgart, the “ Olympisches Dorf” in 
Turin, in Koweit City, in France and Switzerland. The 
brothers are regularly invited to appear in television shows 
in France, Switzerland and Germany.

They have also had the opportunity to tour through the 
USA and Europe performing and teaching.

Dorel and Costel have worked as choreographers for many 
years. They combine tap dance and comedy in a very 
creative and unusual way.



FABRICE MARTIN

Fabrice Martin completed his education in tap dance, jazz, and 
Latin American dance in Lausanne/Switzerland. In England, 
and the USA, he worked together with many famous 
choreographers, and continued on to become a dance teacher in 
2003. 

Since 1998, Fabrice has organized dance shows, and has 
choreographed and taught tap dance, Latin and standard. He 
later on founded his own very successful dance company. 

This world champion dancer received the “ Best 
Choreographer” award for his outstanding talent from the 
International Dance Organization in London. Fabrice Martin is 
frequently invited to perform his solos all over Europe on T.V. 
shows. Even in Japan and the USA, he is a known and loved 
teacher, as he teaches tap dance worldwide. 



TMC

Simon Watts and Andrew Cesan go by the name of “ Two Man 
Crew” . Simon and Andrew have been dancing together as a duo 
for 10 years and have won numerous dance competitions 
individually, and as a duo in both tap and hip-hop. 

Most notably, in 2007, they were the supreme duo winners at the 
NZ Group Dance Awards, and in 2008, they were close runners up 
in the New Zealand’s Got Talent competition. Their performance 
on this T.V. program opened up many opportunities for them, and 
since then they have been in demand as guest performers at both 
dance festivals and events such as “ Feet With Heat” .



KONSTANTIN & VIKTORIA NEVRETDINOV

Konstantin Nevretdinov invented the art of tap 
dancing on his hands, and is only artist worldwide 
performing this act. For his performance, this 
Russian dancer invented a very special “ Hand and 
Shoe Ware” . His number is full of acrobatic 
elements, and itook him 8 years to finish 
completely before performing it. Together with his 
partner, Viktoria, they combine tap dance with 
acrobatics and a jump rope. 

The Russian tap dancer was born into a family of 
artists. When he was 15 years old he started to 
train in sport gymnastics. Later he succeeded with 
an education in a State Circus School and the 
Russian Academy for Theatre Art. 

Konstantin danced on the biggest stages in 
Moscow and was guest in many Russian and 
German TV shows. He has also fascinated his 
audience with his extraordinary performance on 
his hands in many countries including Japan, New 
Zealand, USA, Germany, and Austria.  Since 1994, 
Konstantin has been teaching tap dance in 
Moscow, and loving every minute. 



LEE HOWARD

Lee Howard, (Performer, Choreographer, Instructor), 
referred to as the “ Tap Whiz Kid ” by Dance Spirit 
magazine, represents the new generation of tap 
dancers. Lee is from Chicago, Illinois and began 
dancing at the age of 10. He joined M.A.D.D. 
Rhythms Tap Company in 2001 under the direction 
of Bril Barrett and Martin “ Tre” Dumas III until 
2008 when he embarked on his solo career. Lee has 
had the privilege of studying with many notable tap 
artists including Fayard Nicholas, Leonard Reed, 
Jimmy Slyde, Harold Cromer, Jason Samuels Smith, 
Derick Grant, Chloe Arnold, Sam Weber, Dianne 
Walker, Ted Levy and Dormeshia Sumbry-Edwards 
among others.

Lee performs regularly as a solo artist and is 
currently the newest member of Emmy Award 
Winner Jason Samuels-Smith tap ensemble A.C.G.I. 
(Anybody Can Get It). Recently (2009) Lee 
completed a two week engagement at the world 
renowned Jacob Pillow Dance Festival with A.C.G.I. 
Some of his other performance credits include CBS 
Secret Talents of the Stars featuring R&B recording 
artist Mya Harrison, Jerry Lewis MDA National 
Telethon, Dance Chicago, Chicago’s African Festival, 
Chicago Tap All stars, New York Tap City, Los 
Angeles Tap Festival, St. Louis Tap Festival, Bradley 
Tap Festival and ABC and WGN morning news 
among many others. Lee has attended and taught at 
tap festivals and workshops both nationally and 
internationally. He has been the recipient of 
numerous tap dance scholarships and awards.



LUKAS WEISS

Lukas Weiss is one of the most famous dancers in Europe. His 
choreographies are a mixture of comedy, juggling, and tap. He 
developed his very personal style and created a new way of tap 
dance.

At the age of 12, he took his first dance lessons, and 4 years 
later he had made it big in musical theatre productions.   
Besides tap, he has been trained in afro, jazz, ballet and 
modern dance. 

In 1998, he developed a 
great solo number which 
combined tap dance and 
juggling. This opened the 
doors to perform on 
international stages 
including India and the 
USA. Since then, he has 
been a star guest in 
many festivals.

In 2008/09 Lukas Weiss 
toured with his solo 
program through 
Switzerland and is a very 
popular guest teacher. 
Lukas also owns his own 
very successful 
production firm as well. 



THE MATTHEW CLARK  
DANCERS

Canada - Matthew Clark is the 
director of the Clark Academy of 
Performing Arts in Buffalo, NY. This 
brilliant choreographer ’s students 
have won the world championships of 
tap a total of ten times with their 
spectacular numbers. They have also 
competed and won the world champion 
title with their beautiful jazz technique 
as well.

This group of amazing dancers come 
from Canada and the USA. 

At the age of 16, Matthew took his first tap dance lessons with 
Lynette Rudin-Palis. A scholarship with Beverly Fletcher opened 
the doors for a very successful career as a dancer and 
choreographer. 

His unique formation choreographies present his great creativity: 
Tapping billiard balls Egyptian mummies, and policemen – the 
Matthew Clark Dancers don`t know any limits in tap dancing!!



TAP & TRAY

International tap stars TAP & TRAY showcase a 
variety of styles, from ferociously fast Paddle-and-Roll 
rhythms to languid, elegant Soft Shoe, to fiery a-
cappella counterpoint. From first taps to last, these 
artists captivate the audience with thrilling, humorous, 
unforgettable performances. TAP & TRAY inherited 
their vaudevillian specialty – dancing wildly while 
spinning large silver trays – from their late mentor, the 
great Carnell Lyons from Kansas City, Missouri.

Working together for 20 years, Kurt Albert and Klaus 
Bleis have made TAP & TRAY one of the most 
successful European tap acts of all time. Based in 
Nuremberg, Germany, the duo has performed 
throughout the US (New York, Chicago, Boston, 
Hartford, North Carolina, New Hampshire, Kansas 
City), Europe, and Russia with virtually all of the finest 
tap dancers in the world.
Their training includes an apprenticeship with showbiz 
legend Carnell Lyons as well as intensive study with 
Motown legend Cholly Atkins, tap greats such as 
Charles “ Honi” Coles and James “ Buster” Brown, and 
tap guru Brenda Bufalino. Together they have worked 
with Bufalino ’s “ International Tap Dance Orchestra”
in Germany and New York, Yogo Pausch’s “ Dream 
Drummer Percussion Big Band” and in the funk tap 
show “ Funked Up” .
Together with dancer Joshua Hilberman, they produce 
the annual cult classic, “ The World Championships of 
Paddle and Roll” , a parody of dance competitions.
